72/10 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were accepted from Councillors Ferguson, Jones and Thorogood. 
73/10 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
There were no declarations of interest.
 74/10 PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
Mrs M Klaber described the new kitchen:-


- A simple, practical design which is easy to clean and keep clean


- An increased area for preparing food


- An improved serving area


- Locked cupboards for the WI and Sunday Lunch Club


- A tall cupboard with roller shutters (potentially lockable) for all the crockery


- A wall mounted microwave to free up more work space


- A non-slip floor 


- Two fridges and a commercial dishwasher 
75/10 KITCHEN REFURBISHMENT
It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Johnson that the proposed specification for the kitchen refurbishment is accepted. This proposal requires the sink in the bar area to be designated as the “hand washing sink” for the kitchen.  The proposal was carried.

It was agreed to defer any decision on the bar area other than the flooring until an appropriate specification has been developed and the available funds established.

It was agreed to install the kitchen between August 9 and 23 to cause minimum disruption to hall bookings.  The bar area will be available for making teas during this period.

The Chairman presented three quotations for the kitchen refurbishment.  It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Roberts that the quotation from J W Steele & Sons to refurbish the kitchen is accepted.  This excludes all the white goods and the windows.  The proposal was carried.
With reference to the prior council meeting, the Council agreed to underwrite any shortfall in funding at the completion of this project on the understanding that the fund raising committee continue with events until the total cost is funded.

It was agreed to obtain separate quotes for the kitchen windows which need to be installed prior to starting work on the kitchen.
76/10 ELECTION TRANSPORT
It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Buckley that the Danbury Flyer is hired at a cost of £29.50 plus £1.10 per mile to provide transport to and from the polling station between the hours of 10:00am and 3:00pm.  The routes will be the same as the European Elections in 2009. The proposal was carried.
76/10 ELECTION TRANSPORT (cont)
It was agreed to ask CBC to print the information leaflets.  These will be provided to the Community Care and Sunday Lunch Club, the Memorial Hall and public houses and delivered to houses where possible.  Notices will be put up at the notice boards and Danbury Flyer and the information added to the website.

77/10 INFORMATION ITEMS
The Best Kept Village adjudicators will be visiting Little Baddow mid-May.  It was agreed that all out-of-date notices will be removed prior to this event.
