The PCSO’s will be asked to include speed checks at the north end of the village.  ECC Highways have inspected Holybred Lane on May 13 and will instigate the necessary repairs.

91/10 CBC PARISH CHARTER

92/10 VISIT ESSEX
The Council considered the proposal from Visit Essex for an official tourism guide at an annual membership fee of £250 for each parish.  It was agreed not to participate.  Councillor Robinson to reply.

93/10 QUALITY COUNCIL REACCREDITATION 

The evidence book has been updated following a meeting with Councillors Robinson, Ferguson and Shepherd.  A meeting with Mrs Alison East to review the evidence book has been arranged for June 1 and any additional input will be identified at the June Council Meeting to support the Quality Council Review on June 18.  
94/10 AFFORDABLE HOUSING
Councillor Shepherd reported on the recent RCCE Affordable Housing Seminar.  It was agreed to ask RCCE to make a presentation to the Council on July 1.  Councillor Shepherd agreed to make the necessary  arrangements with RCCE.

95/10 INFORMATION ITEMS
Councillor Roberts reported on the number of cyclists using the footpaths in Blakes Wood and agreed to investigate installing additional “no cycling” signs.

Councillor Ferguson reported concerns on the recent cycle race using roads through the village.  This will be discussed at the July meeting when further information on delegated traffic control powers have been investigated.
Councillor Hodgson reported that the residents from Vica Cottages have been attending the Tuesday Lunch Club and made the Council aware of a group of vulnerable residents in the village of which the Council should be aware.

Councillor Johnson reported the installation of an earth bank at the car park opposite Runsell Lane and will follow up with Danbury Council.
