It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.
63/11 ANNUAL ASSEMBLY

The Chairman reported that those attending had found the talk by Mr Michael Hindmarch most interesting but the overall attendance was disappointing.  It was agreed to consider inviting the Police to give a short presentation at next year’s assembly.
It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Shepherd that a donation of £50 is made to the Tuesday Lunch Club on behalf of the ladies who provided the refreshments at the assembly.  The proposal was carried.
64/11 FINANCE
The paper on investing reserves was withdrawn following new information regarding bank guarantees and local councils.  A new proposal will be brought to the May meeting.
Councillor Ferguson presented a paper on the hall letting fees for Slimming World.  It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that the hall fees remain unchanged.  The proposal was carried.

65/11 UPDATING THE VDS TO SPD 

A meeting is being arranged for the VDS Committee to meet with CBC Planning to review and agree the way forward with the proposed SPD.  This will be scheduled after the May elections.

66/11 MEMORIAL HALL
It was agreed to review completion of the snagging list for the bar following the meeting after which the Clerk will pay the outstanding invoice.  It was agreed that two full width shelves were required under the bar and the Clerk will arrange for these to be installed.

The expenditure for the new booking forms will be brought to the next meeting.

It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that two additional chair trolleys are purchased at a cost of £90 plus VAT.  The proposal was carried.  It was agreed that these trolleys would be stored on the stage.

Further analysis is needed on the quotes to re-finish the hall floor and stage.  This will be completed and brought to the June meeting.  The Clerk will arrange repairs needed immediately.

Councillor Buckley will circulate a paper regarding the interruption of regular bookings.  Councillors are to review and comment so that this can be agreed at the next meeting.
Following consideration of the letter from the WI, it was agreed that the Clerk would respond re-affirming the decision taken at the Hall Users Meeting and making alternative proposals.

67/11 EWT DANBURY RIDGE PROPOSALS

The Chairman and Councillor Hodgson will develop a specific response to Essex Wildlife Trust which will also include a proposal to include Little Baddow in the title.  This will be brought to the May meeting.
68/11  2011 ELECTIONS

It was reported that there are 13 candidates for the May elections and that Little Baddow is one of only  four parishes that have a contested election.

It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Shepherd that a banner is purchased for the bus at a cost of £60 plus VAT.  The proposal was carried.
69/11 2012 JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS
It was agreed that a working group would be established following the election to develop and implement proposals to celebrate the Queen’s Jubilee in 2012.

70/11 LITTER PICK
The Chairman will contact Councillor Roberts to ensure arrangements for the litter pick are being progressed.

71/11 CLERK’S CONTRACT
It was agreed to exclude the public for this item.

The clerk’s salary for 2011 was discussed and agreed in line with the Chairman’s recommendation.

72/11 INFORMATION ITEMS
Councillor Ferguson advised that he had written to Mr David Green, Head of CBC Planning to clarify the policy being used by CBC Planning regarding Wayside and the adjacent roads.
Councillor Ferguson advised that the photo competition for the website is open for entries and that the History Centre is running a similar event for the next 6 months.  The same photos would be eligible for both competitions.

Councillor Buckley reported that Mrs Elisabeth Bourn had raised concerns about the appearance of the paved area at the front of the hall.  Councillor Ferguson agreed to develop a plan.
The Clerk agreed to arrange for the car to be removed from the car park.
