196/11 ACCOUNTS (cont)
It was proposed by Councillor Hodgson and seconded by Councillor Willington that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.

197/11 FINANCE
Councillor Hodgson presented the budget for approval based on no increase in the precept.  It was proposed by Councillor Cooper and seconded by Councillor Willington that the budget and precept are approved as presented.  The proposal was carried.

198/11 MEMORIAL HALL
Councillor Hodgson reported that the “tables and chairs” service was now operational and that the WEA, WI and NADFAS would take up this service in January.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Drawings are available for the proposed extension to the Memorial Hall and Councillors Ferguson and Hodgson will be meeting with the architects during December.  The application date for the first phase of Big Society Grants has passed and revised timing for grant applications will be established early in the new year.

The WI has confirmed that they no longer need the piano.  It was agreed to advertise this in Little Baddow News and the notice boards, available at no cost but must be collected.

Councillor Cooper presented a paper on PRS/PPL licences which must be obtained to allow playing of music at public events in the Memorial Hall.  The PRS licence came into effect on July 1, 2011 and the PPL licence will be required from January 1, 2012.  Final costs are being established and it was agreed that those events requiring music should pay for the licence in a similar process as an alcohol licence.  It was noted that these licences will require an excessive bureaucratic effort.

199/11 SPRING NEWSLETTER AND ANNUAL ASSEMBLY
It was proposed by Councillor Irvine and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that £160 is spent so that the printer can format the Newsletter.  The proposal was carried.  It was noted that Councillor Willington will endeavour to format the magazine prior to committing to this expenditure.

Good progress was being made on the content of the magazine.

Regarding the speaker at the Annual Assembly, a response from John Whittingdale MP was awaited.  Councillor Willington agreed to contact the MP.

Councillor Willington advised that CBC comments had been incorporated into the draft which would be reviewed once more by CBC prior to proceeding with the public consultation.  The review and approval by the Parish Council is part of the public consultation process.
