It was proposed by Councillor Thorogood and seconded by Councillor Hodgson that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.
The Parish Clerk advised that the half year audit had been completed without qualification.

27/11 PARISH NEWSLETTER
It was agreed to limit the scope of the photographic competition on the parish website to photographs taken within Little Baddow and that the Newsletter can be printed.

It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Hodgson that the quotation from The Printing Place for printing 700 copies of the Newsletter is accepted.  The proposal was carried.

The distribution plan was agreed to be the same as prior years as arranged by Councillor Shepherd.
28/11 PARISH ASSEMBLY 

The agenda for the Parish Assembly was agreed.

29/11 COUNCIL COMPUTER 

Councillor Ferguson presented a paper outlining the specification for a new computer, latest software and installation for use by the Parish Clerk.  It was proposed by Councillor Johnson and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that the quotation from MDW Technology is accepted.  The proposal was carried.
30/11 MEMORIAL HALL
Councillor Buckley advised that proposals for improving the hot water flow and additional kitchen equipment would be brought to the next meeting.  Three quotations had been obtained to sand and seal the hall and stage floors.  A detailed specification will now be prepared based on the information obtained from these quotations.
The bar refurbishment will commence on Monday February 14 and take two weeks.  Hirers of the hall during this period have been informed.

Changes to the Terms and Conditions for hiring the Memorial Hall and the Booking Form were agreed.

Councillor Shepherd has been asked to contact Elm Green School to request that parents should drive at less than 5mph in the hall car park as persons might be working on the north side of the building and to minimise damage to the car park surface.
The Parish Clerk agreed to contact CBC to increase the collection frequency of the recycling bins and to establish cost of a sign advising that the hall car park is not a general recycling point or refuse tip.

31/11 PLAN FOR 2011 ELECTIONS

The Chairman outlined the structure for the meeting with prospective candidates at 6:30pm on March 3 prior to the next council meeting.  Nomination Forms will be available at this meeting.
The Parish Clerk gave feedback from the CBC briefing on the elections.  Canvassing by candidates is permitted and any canvassing material can be posted on the Council notice boards as the notices on these boards are not controlled.  The Parish Correspondent report can be published during purdah.

32/11 REPLACEMENT SALT BIN AT COLAM LANE
The Parish Clerk advised that ECC Highways policy is not to replace salt bins at this time.  An alternative source is being investigated.
33/11 EMERGENCY PLANNING DATABASE
The survey presented by Councillor Ferguson was agreed.  It was agreed to distribute this with the Parish Newsletter.
34/11 MEETING DATES
It was agreed to change the October meeting date, pending discussions between the Parish Clerk and Councillor Shepherd.

Councillors were reminded of the meeting with RCCE on February 10 commencing at 7:30pm.

A member of the public agreed to put out “road flooded” signs on North Hill at the Spring Close junction when necessary.
