It was proposed by Councillor Thorogood and seconded by Councillor Hodgson that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.
120/11 STANDING ORDERS 
It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Willington that the term of office for the Chairman and Vice Chairman shall not exceed 4 consecutive years.  This will avoid a change of chairman coinciding with the parish elections.  The proposal was carried.
121/11 MEMORIAL HALL
It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that £750 plus VAT is spent to relay the footpath through the Memorial Arch.  This includes a provision for possible additional work relaying part of the patio adjacent to the path.  The proposal was carried.

It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Cooper that £275 plus VAT is spent repairing the hall floor and the stage.  The proposal was carried.  It was agreed that re-polishing the hall floor would take place during October 24 – 28 to avoid additional costs for weekend working.  This will involve cancelling the regular hirers during this week.
The carpet in the Berridge Room is being replaced under a hirer’s insurance.  It is proposed that all the floor outside the bar is carpeted and that the additional cost will be negligible.  The Clerk was authorised to resolve this with the contractor.  The carpet will not be “scotch guarded” due to the excessive cost.

It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Cooper that the rebate for Friends of Bicknacre is approved together with the conditions of qualifying for this rebate.  The proposal was carried.

A policy for handling conflicting bookings has been established by the Hall Management Group.  It was agreed to delegate discretion to the Hall Management Group for arbitration when conflicting bookings arise. 
It was agreed that the permanent screen will be fitted on the rear wall of the Hall.  Details will be managed by the Hall Committee.

Councillor Ferguson reported that the Hall Management Group was investigating a flower bed at the front of the hall and an extension at the rear for storage of tables and chairs.  Due to the high usage of the hall, it was agreed not to proceed with printing a promotional leaflet at this time.  Costs for a dedicated phone line for the caretaker will be brought to the next meeting.

The Clerk agreed to consider taking a deposit from non-residents for extensive bookings (e.g. weddings) made a long time in advance.
122/11 SPORTS PAVILION
It was proposed by Councillor Thorogood and seconded by Councillor Ferguson that £465 is spent to repair the windows and balustrade at the pavilion.  The proposal was carried.
A proposal to repair the roof will be brought when a third quotation is available.

It was agreed that Councillor Shepherd reviews proposals to improve the swings at the Sports Ground with the Sports Club and the PTA at Elm Green School.
123/11 JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS
Councillor Willington agreed to investigate an event for children at the Sports Ground and to establish the cost of jubilee mugs with a Little Baddow motif.
124/11 DENGIE DART
It was agreed not to support the Dengie Dart proposal as the existing arrangements through the Community Care Group provided a better, more affordable alternative.
125/11 NEIGHBOURHOOD PLANS
This item was withdrawn from the Agenda. 

126/11 TRAINING
Councillors Cooper, Irvine and Willington provided feedback on their recent training courses.
127/11 INFORMATION ITEMS
Councillor Ferguson provided information on the Mill House Caravan Park appeal, the approved Boreham Interchange and the Emergency Communications Cascade Process.

Councillor Hodgson reported that the Planning Inspector had visited the Mushroom Farm and that she was attending a training day on surveying hedgerows.
Councillor Irvine reported an approach from the Police regarding Hurrels Ford, a request for articles for an autumn newsletter and the EALC recommendation that all council’s should have a personnel committee.

Councillor Cooper reported a lack of new entries for the photo competition on the website.
