It was proposed by Councillor Thorogood and seconded by Councillor Hodgson that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.
101/11 ANNUAL ACCOUNTS AND GOVERNANCE STATEMENT
The Parish Clerk presented the Annual Accounts and reported that the internal audit had been passed without qualification.

It was proposed by Councillor Thorogood and seconded by Councillor Shepherd that the Annual Account and Governance Statement are approved.  The proposal was carried.

102/11 VISION, STRATEGY AND OBJECTIVES
The Vision, Strategy and Objectives document, with the amendments on the strategy section proposed by Councillor Shepherd was agreed.  The Chairman will circulate the revised document.  Councillors will develop the specific outcomes and timing for each of their assigned actions which will be reviewed regularly at Council Meetings.
Councillor’s special responsibilities were agreed as presented.  
103/11 NOTICE BOARDS
It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Shepherd that if ECC Highways confirm that the identified plot on The Ridge just south of the entrance to Fir Tree Lane is their land, up to £1,000 is spent to relocate the new notice board from Wayside and to purchase and install a matching new ‘open’ notice board in that location.  The old white notice board at Wayside will be removed.  Expenditure of up to £860 will be against a written estimate, with any further expenditure up to £1,000 to be approved by the Chairman.  If the plot is not ECC Highways land, then the new notice board at Wayside will be relocated in place of the old white board, which will be removed altogether, at a cost of £220, against a written estimate.  The proposal was carried.
104/11 LITTLE BADDOW NATURE SURVEY
The Council acknowledged the amount of work that had gone into this survey, not only the collection of the data by numerous residents but also the compilation of the document which is an important village record.

It was proposed by Councillor Hodgson and seconded by Councillor Ferguson that the Council underwrites £278.95 which is a part of the cost of printing the survey and that this would become a grant if Messrs Luscombe and McCrindle decided to sell the survey at £4.99 instead of £6.99.  The proposal was carried.
105/11 MEMORIAL HALL

It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Cooper that £143 is spent to purchase 500 new booking forms for the Memorial Hall.  The proposal was carried.
It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Shepherd that £2,640 is spent to sand and reseal the hall floor and stage.  The proposal was carried.  It was agreed that Councillor Ferguson would establish the ongoing maintenance requirements and cost prior to committing the expenditure.
It was noted that the contractor will inspect the floor and stage and identify all the repair work required before sanding and sealing.  This work will incur additional expenditure.  It was also noted that the sanding and sealing could not take place until the autumn and would require the hall to be closed to lettings for a 5 day period.

The carpet in the Berridge Room and Hallway is being replaced.  The Hall Management Group will determine the extent and cost of repainting to be done before the carpet is replaced.  The Mother and Toddler Group will be asked to repaint the end wall in the Berridge Room to repair the damage caused and that the available paint should be used.  The Hall Management Group will establish the cost of ‘Scotch Guarding’ the carpet.

Councillor Buckley advised that the hall and bar snagging list had been completed with the exception of the puddling on the draining board of the kitchen sink.  It was agreed this would be accepted to avoid major disruption to the kitchen.
106/11 AFFORDABLE HOUSING
After a long discussion, it was agreed to pursue the next step in the affordable housing process.  This involves selecting a potential housing association partner.  Councillors Cooper and Willington agreed to work with RCCE to meet with and evaluate suitable housing associations. 

107/11 STANDING ORDERS

It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Ferguson that standing orders are amended to limit the Chairman’s and Vice Chairman’s term of office to 3 years.  This was then adjourned until the July meeting.
108/11 PARISH WEBSITE

It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Shepherd that £250 is spent to create an ‘app’ for the parish website.  This will enable smart phone and tablet computer continuous access to certain website information.  The proposal was carried.

109/11 FLOOD WARNING SIGN
It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Cooper that £44 is spent to purchase a flood warning sign for the bottom of North Hill.  A resident has offered to display the sign when required.  The proposal was carried.
110/11 INFORMATION ITEMS
Councillor Buckley advised that she had received complaints of a ‘humming noise’ from Spring Close residents.  It was suggested that a wind turbine in that area may be the source of the noise.
111/11 NEXT MEETING
The next Parish Council Meeting will take place on Thursday July 14, 2011.
The meeting closed at 10:20pm.
