179/11 ACCOUNTS

179/11 ACCOUNTS (cont)
It was proposed by Councillor Thorogood and seconded by Councillor Hodgson that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.

180/11 FINANCE
Councillor Hodgson presented the budget. It was agreed that any shortfall in the current year would be met from the Hall and EALC reserves.

For the year 2012/13, it was agreed that the budget should be based on a zero increase in the precept.  To achieve a balanced budget, it was agreed not to increase the EALC reserve, to increase the hall letting fees from April 2012 and to reduce the expenditure on hall capital spending.  The final budget will be presented for approval at the December meeting.

181/11 MEMORIAL HALL
It was agreed that the Council would provide a “tables and chairs” service to regular hall users on a set fee basis commencing on December 1.  This will include all Council meetings. Bookings for this service will be made with the caretaker.  The Parish Clerk will issue letters to all regular hall users and amend the caretaker’s contract to delete all references to setting out tables and chairs.  This service will be monitored and reviewed after 3 months.

The Council has not received confirmation from the WI regarding alternatives to using the piano at their meetings.  It was agreed that the piano should be moved to the back wall of the Berridge Room for the Drama Group production to avoid unnecessary movements of the piano on the newly resurfaced stage.  Councillors Ferguson and Cooper will investigate how to dispose of the piano pending confirmation from the WI that an alternative has been found.

Councillor Ferguson advised that the architects had started work on the extension project and that a detailed timing plan to support the grant application in February is to be developed.

182/11 JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS
Mr Simon Johnson outlined the events planned to celebrate the Queen’s Jubilee and gave a detailed breakdown of the finances for the Barn Dance.  It was proposed by Councillor Ferguson and seconded by Councillor Thorogood that the Council underwrites a further £625 for expenses prior to this event.  The proposal was carried.

183/11 SPRING NEWSLETTER AND ANNUAL ASSEMBLY
The plan for the Spring Newsletter was agreed as presented.  The Parish Clerk will establish the cost of the printer completing the layout of the newsletter.

The Chairman agreed to contact Mr John Whittingdale MP to speak at the Annual Assembly.

184/11 SPD/NEIGHBOURHOOD PLANS
Councillor Willington advised that he had received a revised draft which he would review with CBC.  He agreed to establish whether the Council is required to approve this draft prior to or during the public consultation.

The importance of having a Neighbourhood Plan prior to the Localism Bill coming into effect is dependent upon the final draft of the legislation.  The Council will continue to monitor the Localism Bill and its effect on local planning.

185/11 DONATIONS POLICY
Councillor Ferguson presented a draft donation policy.  This was agreed as presented.

186/11 AIR AMBULANCE
