142/11 ACCOUNTS





142/11 ACCOUNTS (cont)
It was proposed by Councillor Shepherd and seconded by Councillor Ferguson that the accounts are passed for payment.  The proposal was carried.

143/11 FINANCE
Councillor Hodgson advised that she was waiting for new information from EALC with recommendations on investing council reserves prior to making a recommendation to Council.  She will also seek advice from Mr Nick Evely at CBC.

It was agreed that the current account at Natwest should be closed subject to the Clerk arranging for funds with Scottish Widows to be linked to the current account at Barclays.

Councillor Hodgson asked that each councillor should provide a budget for next year for their areas of responsibility. Historic data will be made available by end September and input from each councillor is required by mid-October (next meeting).

144/11 MEMORIAL HALL
Councillor Ferguson reported that the Hall Management Group were recommending that the piano is removed from the hall due to the damage it causes to the stage floor and taking into account the low usage.  Councillor Buckley declared a Personal Interest at this point.  It was acknowledged that, whilst the overall usage was very low, it was much appreciated by the one user group.

Councillor Shepherd offered to donate an electronic keyboard as a replacement for the piano and it was agreed to evaluate this with the affected user group.

It was agreed to replace the hall lock at a cost of £250 plus VAT as it was becoming unreliable and there were too many keys in circulation, several of which are untraceable.  This cost includes replacement keys.

After a long discussion, it was agreed that Councillor Shepherd would keep a record of all the new key holders (each councillor and regular hirers) who would be asked to sign for the key and commit to providing the cost of a replacement if lost.  It was also agreed that the caretaker would be allowed 2 keys.

Councillor Ferguson presented a paper proposing work is undertaken to establish the cost and funding options for an extension to the hall which would be used as a storage room for chairs/tables etc.  It was agreed to proceed with this project in line with the recommendations in the paper.

145/11 SPORTS PAVILION
Councillor Shepherd advised that he had had recommendations from two roofing companies that the pavilion roof should be left “as is” as there is several years’ life in the roofing felt despite the covering of moss.  It was agreed to accept these recommendations and not to undertake any repairs.

146/11 JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS
It was agreed to co-opt Mr Simon Johnson as the Chairman of the Working Group on the Jubilee Celebrations.  A meeting will be arranged during week commencing September 5 and Mr Johnson advised that he would be bringing a proposal to the next Council Meeting asking the Council to underwrite some advance expenditure.

147/11 OLYMPIC TORCH RELAY
The Council accepted Councillor Ferguson’s proposal and he will progress this nomination with CBC.






148/11 NEWSLETTERS
Councillor Irvine agreed to finalise the Autumn Newsletter and to develop a plan and structure for the Spring Newsletter for the next meeting. 

149/11 BROADBAND CONFERENCE
Councillor Buckley gave a debrief on the recent Broadband Conference.  This was primarily aimed at small villages, presently without Broadband, and no further action is required.

150/11 HEDGEROW SURVEY
Councillor Hodgson advised that EWT are organising a hedgerow survey to provide information to support improvements to the wildlife corridors with the Danbury Ridge Living Landscape.  Information packs will be provided to those councillors who volunteered to help.

151/11 LINGWOOD COMMON
Councillor Irvine gave a debrief of the meeting called by The National Trust regarding a proposal to deforest part of Lingwood Common.  There was considerable opposition from residents and the National Trust will develop an Environmental Statement and a timing plan for the work proposed.
